When power failure occurs
 Neither Fax nor telephone functions of the device are available in the event of a power failure.
 You can use the external telephone to dial a number to make a call or to receive a call. (See the operator’s manual of 

your telephone set for details.)
 The originals stored in the memory might be deleted completely.
 Settings or registration contents such as the date and time or the address book data will not be deleted.
 All data pertaining to time and destinations set in a certain function such as a delayed communication or polling 

reception may be deleted. 
 If a power failure has occurred during the scanning of an original or while printing a list, the message “POWER 

FAILURE” appears on the touch panel. In this case, the job in progress might have been deleted due to the power 
failure. Check the communication status.

 If the data of originals stored in a memory has been deleted due to the power failure, a power failure list will be printed 
out when power is restored.
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Save as File

While sending a fax, you can save the fax as a file to a shared folder in this equipment or in a client computer. That file can 
be accessed from client computers on a network. To save a fax as a file into a shared folder in a client computer, you must 
make the “Save as file” setting of this equipment in advance.

5 Select the location where you want to save the file and the file format, and then press 
[OK].

When PDF-MULTI, TIFF-MULTI, or XPS-MULTI is selected, the file should be saved as a multiple-page file. When 
PDF-SINGLE, TIFF-SINGLE, or XPS-SINGLE is selected, the file should be saved as a single-page file.

When a file is saved in the shared folder of the hard disk in this equipment, it is saved in the “TXFAX” folder 
under the “FILE_SHARE” folder. When PDF-SINGLE, TIFF-SINGLE, or XPS-SINGLE is selected, another 
folder with the same file name is automatically created in the “TXFAX” folder in which the file is saved.

 Journal (transmission journal/reception journal)
You can print a list of transmissions and receptions.

This equipment logs up to the latest 40 or 120 transmission/reception records. This number can be set on the ADMN 
menu.

When the document transmission from an originator terminal to a relay station is completed during the mailbox 
transmissions, the report is printed. (You have an option to add a reduced image of the transmitted document.)

RELAY TX RELAY STATION REPORT
When a document transmission from a relay station to an end terminal is completed during the mailbox transmissions, the 
report is printed. (You have an option to add a reduced image of the transmitted document.)

RELAY TX END TERMINAL REPORT
When the document transmission from a relay station to an end terminal is completed during the mailbox transmissions, 
the report is sent to an originator terminal. (You have an option to add a reduced image of the transmitted document.)

RELAY STATION REPORT

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User Settings

 Fax settings
Set the initial settings for the fax transmission functions.

1 Press the [USER FUNCTIONS] button on the control panel.

2 Press [FAX].
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3 Set each setting item, and then press [OK].

Press  or  to switch the pages.

RESOLUTION
Set the resolution based on the fineness of the original.

If the recipient’s fax machine is not capable of receiving originals at the same resolution, the resolution is 
automatically converted before being sent it to the recipient. The higher the resolution is, the longer it takes to 
send an original.

ORIGINAL
Set the scanning mode based on the type of the original.

In the TEXT/PHOTO mode or PHOTO mode, transmission time may be longer than in the TEXT mode.

STANDARD: This is suitable for an original with regular size text.

FINE: This is suitable for an original with small size text and detailed illustrations.

U-FINE: This is suitable for an original with ultra-detailed illustrations.

TEXT: This is suitable for an original with text and line drawings.

TEXT/PHOTO: This is suitable for an original with a mixture of text and photos.

PHOTO: This is suitable for an original with photos.
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TX TYPE
Set the fax transmission mode.

EXPOSURE
Set the density at which the original is to be scanned.

TTI
Switch the TTI recording ON or OFF. To enable this feature, the Terminal ID must be registered to this equipment in 
advance.

Setting this item may not be required since it may not be displayed on the screen (it depends on your country or 
region).

RTI
Switch the RTI recording ON or OFF. To enable this feature, the Terminal ID must be registered to this equipment in 
advance.

ECM
Switch the ECM (Error Correction Mode) communication ON or OFF.
ECM is an internationally standardized communication mode that automatically corrects errors that occur during 
fax transmissions. With this setting option ON, even when the transmitted data have been affected by noise during 
communication, this mode allows good communication without image distortion by automatically resending the part 
that have been affected.

 Both the sender and the receiver must have the ECM function to make ECM communication available.
 When affected by noise during communication, communication time is slightly longer than usual. Even 

when the ECM communication is used, an error may occur depending on the line status.
 The ECM communication is not available for voice communication.

MEMORY TX: Send the original after the scanned data are saved in the memory. Up to 100 transmissions can 
be reserved. Up to 1000 pages can be sent in one transmission.

DIRECT TX: Send the original directly as it is being scanned. Once a page has been scanned and sent, the 
next page is scanned and sent. Therefore, it takes longer to scan and send all pages. However, 
you can confirm on the fly that each page is sent to the recipient.

AUTO: This equipment automatically detects the contrast of the original, and scans it with the optimum 
contrast.

MANUAL: Press  or  to set the desired contrast.
